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Boarders at Ashville live in our well-equipped and

comfortable Houses. There are no more than eight

students in any dormitory and Sixth Formers have

study bedrooms. Boarders have their own kitchens,

lounges, cable TV, video, DVD and Internet access.

There is also a Medical Centre which is available 24

hours a day, 7 days a week. The school campus has

playing fields, a sports centre and swimming pool, 

all of which can be used after school and at weekends.

Another great asset is the location of the College. 

We are in Harrogate, one of the North of England’s

most interesting and accessible towns. It has good

shops, cinemas, lots of places to eat, and is set in 

the heart of beautiful countryside. Harrogate has 

all the attractions of a city without the drawbacks 

of urban living.

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On a daily basis, it is not much different from the

routine you would follow at home. The staff wake

you up between 7.00 and 7.30 so you can get ready

for breakfast. Once it is time for school, you leave the

boarding house and become a student like everyone

else. You take what you need with you and don’t

come back to the House until the end of the working

day. After school, you may be practising sport,

rehearsing for a performance or involved in a club

activity. After dinner, you’ll do prep and then you are

free to relax until bedtime. 

At weekends, many of our boarders are involved in

Saturday sports fixtures, either playing in teams or

watching home matches. There is transport into town

at different times of the day so you can go shopping,

and Sixth Formers can visit Leeds. On Saturday

evenings, older students can go into Harrogate to the

cinema or for a pizza. 

During the winter months, you will get a lie-in on

Sunday before brunch. There is an activities

programme in the afternoon which includes 

tenpin bowling, golf, swimming, riding, music

practice, art, badminton and basketball. 

Sunday worship takes place after supper, then we

have house meetings. These are one of the high

points of the week where we get to exchange

information, celebrate successes (and birthdays), 

and generally make sure that everything is running

smoothly. 

One of the reasons we are such a happy, secure

community is because the staff are so close to the

students. Teachers are not just available when they 

are on duty; they occasionally come down and watch

TV with you when they are not. Because they

sometimes want to spend time with you (as opposed

to doing it because it is their job) you will find that

most of our students and staff build up strong

relationships. You can talk to them whenever you

need to about anything at all. 

We will also stay in regular contact with your parents.

We send them a letter every term to review what’s

been happening and tell them about individual and

House successes.
