A key element in a child’s education is exploring the

world around them. This philosophy is reflected in

their trips out of school. We take Year 3 pupils on day

trips to local places of interest such as the Jorvik

Museum in York. In Year 4, they travel further afield

in Yorkshire and in Year 5 take part in their first

residential trip. Year 6 pupils spend a week in France.
